Consequences (some answers used more than once and most events have two consequences):
1.  Abusing youngster placed in therapeutic foster care or treatment facility
2.  Abusing youngster prosecuted according to juvenile justice protocol 
3.  Abusing youngster moved to new foster home – with no history or warning to new foster parents  
4.  Abused child(ren) moved to new foster home – with no past information to new foster parents 
5.  Abusing youngster left in home with abused child(ren) three or more days after medical confirmation 	and request of foster parents for the abuser to be removed emergently.






Answers:  
Case A – 2 (possibly 1 later)
Case B – 3 and 4
Case C – 3 and 4
Case D – 5 then 3*


* The foster mother was admonished not to complain – or her own biological child(ren) would be taken away for “failure to protect from harm” (from the young serial rapist placed in her home.)
