Physician services available:
· Comprehensive* Developmental Evaluation   (Play-based from birth to middle school) 
· Diagnostic and Therapeutic Behavioral Assessment 
· Initial adjustment of psychotropic medications (which the pediatrician then may manage)
· Second opinion for questions regarding diagnosis, management or prognosis 

We do NOT provide:
· general or primary care pediatric services
· psychiatric care  (including psychosis, deliberate harm to self or others, etc)
· forensic evaluations 
· late adolescent care (with limited exceptions)
· emergency treatment for acting out or other acute behavior problems

*Includes: vision and hearing screens, complete physical, interactive diagnostic interview with child, extensive oral and written history from parents and others, neurobehavioral status exam, (lab work, academic or cognitive testing if requested,) conference regarding diagnoses and treatment planning with family.  Does not include psychological assessment required by the school system.

Our preference is to see children as young as possible (newborn ideally or as concerns arise)
to prevent delays or problems related to suspected or established conditions   
to take positive action before the child fails to meet milestones.

Developmental problems you may wish to refer for collaboration:

· legs or trunk too strong or too weak – arching, stiff, hates tummy time, up on toes
· language or fine motor skills lagging behind cognition
· trouble learning to read, write or do math even though the child is smart
· foster placement or adoption (pre- and post-)
· suspected autism, PDD or other autism spectrum disorders
· school and learning problems from nursery school through middle school
· suspected or confirmed gifted with complications (learning or emotional problems)
· developmental problems which may not meet criteria for EIP or school services	

Behavioral problems appropriate for teamwork and cooperative care:

· problems with infant state regulation -  jittery, hard to console or settle, 
· behavior management problems more complex, persistent or severe than usual	
· symptoms of inattention, impulsivity and/or hyperactivity 
· a new diagnosis of ADHD or difficult to manage ADHD
· stronger emotions or more fluctuation in moods than expected
· unhappy or apathetic children – especially middle and high school youngsters
· trouble adjusting to life’s challenges (death, divorce, moving, new sibling)
